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On the occasion of International Women’s Day, we, French-Syrian women of all 
generations and religious backgrounds – grandmothers, mothers, wives, 
daughters, granddaughters, sisters, relatives and friends – living in France, but 
also having family and close friends living in our beloved Syria, declare our 
entire solidarity with the Syrian people, and in particular with the women and 
the children who for ten years have paid a very high price for this war. We give 
special thought to all those women who are still on the frontlines in daily life, in 
working life, in caring for children, and in the struggle against terrorism. 

Like so many binationals of all origins, we are attached at once to France and to our 
country of birth. You will excuse us, then, for showing how deeply we are wounded 
by how Syria has been treated. It is no longer possible to remain silent about the 
endless calvary of the population: it has already suffered the horrors of a conflict 
longer than the two world wars, and is now crushed under the total blockade of the 
sanctions, which are strangling and starving the people, depriving them of electricity, 
heating, and healthcare, forbidding even all money transfers from abroad to help our 
families. As if all this was not enough, the occupation forces are relentlessly 
multiplying their criminal burnings of crops, their thefts, and their pillaging. In 2011, 
the country was self-sufficient for its essential needs, including medications, energy, 
and food. Today, the humanitarian situation is dire, and the World Food Programme 
is sounding the alarm for the 12.4 million Syrians who are sinking into food insecurity. 

Will it take thirty years, as it did in the case of Iraq, for us to recognize the criminal, if 
not genocidal, character of all these measures which have been accumulating over 
the years?  

We, French-Syrian women, call out loudly and clearly for the total removal of the 
blockade on Syria, which goes well beyond being merely an unspoken collective 
punishment, since it betrays a deliberate intention to put an entire population to 
death. The deafening silence around this crisis will only intensify our anger towards 
such viciousness, and our shame in the face of such suffering.
